Medisoft Backup

This window is where you back up your practice data.  Only the current practice is being backed up, so open each practice to back them up separately.  Go to the File menu and select Backup Data.  The Backup window opens.  

Destination File Path and Name: Enter the path to the directory where you want to store the backup file.  If you are not sure of the complete path, click Find to browse to the directory.  If you want to name your backup, type a name at the end of the destination path.  For example, say you back up to a zip disk every day and want the name of the backup file to correspond to the day it was made.  If you type Z:\Monday, the backup file name will be Monday.mbk.  If you do not name the backup, the program will give the current date as file name, with an extension of .mbk. 

Existing Backup Files: This section displays the existing backup files for this practice. 

Password: If you want to put a password on the backup file, enter it in this field

Disk Splitting and Volume Size If you are backing up a large data set, you can use these settings to split the backup into multiple parts. Select a common media type from the Disk Splitting list or select Custom to define your own volume size. The standard media type populates the Volume Size field with a default size. The volume size determines the number of disks needed.

When the backup starts, the system will prompt you to insert media disks one-by-one as the backup progresses. When restoring a backup that is spans multiple disks, begin with the first backup disk, and the system will then prompt you to insert the other disks as the restore progresses. 

Source Path: This field displays the path of the files that are being backed up.

Backup Progress and File Progress: These progress bars show you the progress of the backup as a whole and the file it's currently working on.  
Start Backup: Click this button to start the backup.

Close: Click this button to exit the window.

Abort: Once you start the backup, the Close button turns to Abort.  Click this button to stop the backup.
